It has been a cold winter here in Rhode Island!  We have had our challenges as a parish as the 
compressor for the heating system in the parish hall at St. Thomas More gave way.  The system 
is finally fixed after a few weeks of using portable heaters and waiting for parts.  Because the cost 
to repair the system is so high, we can file a claim with our insurance company after paying a hefty 
deductible.  Other aging parts of the heating systems at both churches have also been replaced, 
and our insurance company recently informed us that the roof needs to be replaced at St. Veronica 
Chapel.  It never ends, stay tuned!

During the winter months, both churches’ parking lots and sidewalks can be challenging when the 
ground is cold and frosty and even when light rain occurs.  Our sacristans do their best to put ice 
salt down, which helps, but there will always be challenges.  Please be careful and lend a hand if 
you see a mobility-challenged person.

Please inform us if you know someone who cannot attend Mass due to surgery or any other 
reason.  We have a team of Eucharistic Ministers who visit the homebound to give the Eucharist 
to anyone who would like Jesus.  Individuals in South County Hospital receive the Eucharist daily 
if they self-identify as a Catholic.  We are grateful for this.

It is good to be home among familiar people and our churches.  Thank you for your warm 
“welcome home.”  I encourage you to join me in continued prayer for vocations to our diocese and 
the Archdiocese for Military Services.  

I wish to thank our devoted and talented 
staff for all their efforts this last year to 
keep the St. Thomas More ship afloat and 
at an incredible speed amidst the waves 
of life.  Thank them when you see them; 
we are indeed blessed!  Last week, our staff 
spent some time at St. Mary’s Church in 
Pawtucket for prayer and planning.  

There is no word at all on who our next 
bishop will be.  Please also keep this as a 
prayer intention.
